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This is my final report for Pleasant View Church of the Nazarene, but the story of what God is doing, and
wills to do, through this congregation is still being told. The most recent chapter tells of the ways in which
this church has been brought through the Refiner’s fire, being cleansed and empowered for effective
kingdom service in the days ahead.

There remains great opportunity for outreach, evidenced by two examples:

1) A prayer shawl ministry in existence for 1%z years with 100 prayer
shawls distributed and no signs of letting up;

2] A new junior church program, VeggieConnections, kicked off
January Bth and is reaching new children and families for Christ!

By the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Author and Finisher of our faith, the next chapter for Pleasant
View will continue to unfold the story of God’s great plan of redemption in even greater measure. For “we
know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to
his purpose” (Romans 8:28, NIV).
