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This is my 12th General Superintendent’s Report on behalf of the good and loving people of the Woodland
Nazarene church family. While last year was a devastating year of loss and grief, | am happy to say that this year
has been one of healing, growth and steady rebuilding! God has been so faithful to us in “restoring” our souls,
giving new vision and encouraging us all by bringing in new faces from our community to join our fellowship. God
is so good—all the time!

Some of the highlights of God’s accomplishments among us this year, include: a total of seven of our folks
accepted Jesus as their Savior for the first time! Of those, we had one youth and one child who were mentored
and discipled by two mature, Christian adults, who led them through the eight-lesson New Believers Bible study
packets. This has served as a springboard for their growth and absorption into the life of our church, which in
turn, has brought excitement to the congregation to see and share in their “new life!”

We had six times of sharing Communion together around the Lord’s Table (including three very special
holiday ones), which turned out to be wonderful moments of confession, intimacy and bonding closer as a family.

Our Thursday morning “Sweet Hour of Prayer” ministry witnessed God’s hand in miraculously answering over
one hundred documented prayer requests for the church family.

We distributed water
bottles, informational brochures about our church and its ministries and gave out ballpoint pens imprinted with
our church info on them. After a brief fundraising effort in our church body, we were able to purchase brand new
“large print” Bibles for our pews. These have really been a very helpful and appreciated addition to our
sanctuary! We're excited about the possibilities and the potential for new ministry in the coming new year.
