Is Work and Witness Really Worth it?
Report given by Regional Director, John Smee, to General Board in 
KC this weekend: "In Haiti people went to the voodoo priest and asked 
him to perform incantations to help them find a new shelter for their 
home. He told them that he could no longer do this. All the homes 
were gone. Then he pointed to a building that was till standing on the 
hill and told them to go there to find help. He said, "Go there. That 
church still stands and they can help you! The church is the Dupui 
Work and Witness church built by a team from Kent First Church of the 
Nazarene last August.”
